Barham River to become accessible corridor

The first steps towards rehabilitating the lower reaches of the Barham River will be taken this year. 

Southern Otway Landcare Network, Colac Otway Shire, Corangamite CMA, Barwon Water and Parks Victoria will work together to improve the condition of a 1100m section of the Lower Barham at the top of the Estuary
Corangamite Catchment Management Authority’s Senior River Health Officer, Denis Lovric said, “Now that we have completed a stream stability survey, we will begin staged willow removal in March in a section of the Heathfield Reserve.”  

The Southern Otway Landcare Network is in the early stages of developing a comprehensive plan for rehabilitating the degraded lower reaches of the Barham River and for providing a shared path and wildlife corridor that will link the town of Apollo Bay with the path through the Marengo Flora Reserve and back along the foreshore. 

SOLN Chair, Simon Pockley said, “last year, the inaugural Barham River Festival celebrated the connections between the catchment community, the town of Apollo Bay, and the source of its water supply. When Festival participants were asked to comment on their aspirations for the Barham River, there was a strong call for greater access to the river and for a bicycle/walking path as well as for a stronger natural linkage corridor between the forest and the estuary and backwater to enhance in-stream habitat.”

Denise Hooke, President of the Barham Landcare Group and Otway Health said, “The health of the Barham River and its catchment is a strong indicator of a healthy and a sustainable community.”
